2007 CLEO Graduates
On 25 January, 12 postgraduate students from the Christian Leadership in Education Office (CLEO) were awarded Master’s degrees (MEd) by Dame Virginia Bottomley, Chancellor of the University of Hull. The Chancellor took the unusual step of congratulating CLEO students on their outstanding success in their final examination. 75% of the students were awarded a ‘Distinction’ mark, the highest honour of the University.

Nine of these were awarded distinction and of this nine, eight were CLEO students. One CLEO student (Michael Crowley) was conferred with a Doctor of Education degree.
